Lafayette AAA
Reports Greatest
Gains in 1940

DARLINGTON—John R. Chap-
man, chairman of the Lafayette
County Agricultural Conservation
committee, .said Monday that "as
a result of this year's performance
by farmers under the Agricultural
Adjustment Administration pro-
gram we have made greater gains
than ever before in conserving the
fertility of our land."

Chapman said Lafayette county
farmers have just.completed their
reports to AAA committeemen on
the conservation practices they
have carried out under the 1940
agricultural conservation program,
and the performance check was
made to determine the extent of
compliance so AAA payments can
be computed. Farmers receive
payments for complying with soil i
depleting allotments and for soil
building practices.

Figures on the extent.of con-
servation practices carried out
will not be available until a final
check is made, he said. However,
early reports indicated' large in-
creases in soil building- practices
including liming, fertilizing, seed-
ings of soil conservation crops,
tree planting and erosion control
practices.

Chapman said 2,083 out of 2,584
farmers in the county have partici-
pated in this year's program. This
includes 96 per cent of the crop-
land of the county.
