Arthur Myrland, temporarily oi
1918 Kendall ave., is living the
sort of life most of us want to live
and don't.

Since his graduation from the
University ol Wisconsin, in 1914,
Myrland has been a navy officer,
Wisconsin barnstorming p i l o t ,
New York steamship line execu-
tive, Chicago insurance man, and
New Mexico cattle ranch owner.

On July 27 he and his wife
landed at San Francisco after clr-
clinif the elobe In eight months.

Myrland, son of the late A. J.
Myrland, former law examiner
for the state tax commission, now
is visiting his mother. Before be-
ginning his globe trotting last De-
cember, he sold his 50,000-acre
cattle ranch and now he plans to
buy another. But meanwhile, he
will remain in Madison "during the
football season.

Strangest story brought back by

Myrland was that of the peaceful
conditions he found in nations at
war.

"Everybody predicted dis-
aster for us," he said, "but the
most darker we faced was
when an elephant blocked our
road in Africa."

But Mr. and Mrs, Myrland saw

the signs of war almost, from the
start.

They left New Orleans Dec. 6
and when they were only three

them my tatoo and that brought
down the house ."

From Alrica Myrland took a
British ship for Bombay, India,
which he described as "hot and
dirty with cattle lying on the
sidewalks in the middle of the
city." They next visited Rangoon,
and Singapore where Myrland had
stopped 23 years before as an offi-
cer in the navy.

Women and children were be-
ing evacuated from Hong Kong
when the Myrlands arrived. They
arrived in Shanghai on July 7,
the day American marines ar-
rested Japanese police there.

"We heard how it was played
up in the newspapers here," Myr-
land said, "but there wasn't any
excitement over the incident in
Shanghai. The Japanese seemed
to. go out of their way to be
friendly to us and to the British.
In fact, I was very much sur-
prised to find how polite they
were to us.

"We saw evidence of war,
bombed and bullet riddled build-
ings, but no actual warfare. In
most places we stopped, reporters
called on us because so few

The Ajax was in the harbor at
Rio when the Myrlands arrived.
They talked with men. who had
taken part in the battle and in-
spected the ship.
