MILLIONS

ENTISTS MAKE

TO SAVE
FOR U. S.

BALBOA. C. Z., Aug. 21—(AP}
—A corps of serious scientisls in
a new laboralory near Miraflores
locks on the I'anama eanal spend
their days making mud pies. They
even have a special oven for bak-
ng them.

Their job is to take a pound aof
mud and from its reaction under
delicate 1esis determine how many
thousand Lons of pressure a given
volume of that scort of mud will
supporl.

The purpose of the invesliga-
tions is delermining slopes Jor
ihe approach channels of the third
sot of Panama canal locks which
will prevent repetition of the dis-
astrous slides that added great
sums ta the original cost of open-
ing the channel between the seas,
and which still are causing some
tzouble and cxpense.

The job is being done in the
soils tesling laboralory where the
new science of the sirgcture and
strength of the carth’s materials
is bemg applicd to the knowledpge
geologists have +ained in three
decades of study along the big
diteh.

The magnitude of the problem is
illustrated by the almost astro-
nomical amount of material that
has slid into the channel and had
to be dug out.

From the Gaillard cut, main dry
Iand excavation of the existing
channel, (67,864,204 cubic yards of
rock and mud had to be dredged
from the opening of the canal in
1915 to 1040, More than 47,500,-
000 vyards of that slid into the
channel from the banks.

Engincers say in many cases
the cost of removal probably ap-
praached a,dollar a yard; in other
cases it was much less.

Originally, the canal builders
rueszed the walls would stand at
a slope of three feet rise to two
{eet horizonial. hut the guess was
bhail. At Gold Hill and Contragtors
Hill where the biggest slides oo-
curred, slippage began when 1le
cut reached 100 of the necessary
350 feet.
