U. S. Asks War
Profits Ruling
in Test Cases

WASHINGTON—OI.R)—The jus-
tice department today asked the
supreme court for. a clear state-
ment of the rights of the govern-
ment to require industries to fill
defense contracts on reasonable
terms.

The test cases selected by the
government seek recovery of $13,-
365,231 in profits awarded by low-
er courts to the Bethlehem ship-
building corp., on contracts made
in 1917 and 1918.

"It is of immediate national
concern," Solicitor Gen. Francis C.
Biddle said in a petition to the
supreme court, "that there should
be an authoritative determination
of the extent to which the' coun-
try's need should place it at the
mercy of its contractors.

"In times of national emergency,
the men charged with preparing
the nation's defenses have no time
for haggling with a contractor who
refuses to perform his indispens-
able function unless he be assured
of an exorbitant profit."
