Construction
Permits Up
in August

August showed striking gains
over the carresponding month in
1539 in the number-and waluaticn
of building permits issued in the
city of Madison.

This year, in Augusi, 142 per-
mils were issued for construction
fo cost an estimated $249,834, as
compared fo 111 permits for con-
struction amounting to "§188,115
in August of 1938,

However, the combined

valuations of buflding per-
miis jssued during August of
1940 totaled considerably less
than those of July, 1940, Al-
though only 138 permits were
issued during July, the valu-
ation of the permits lotaled
£418,022, or S$168,188 more
than the permits lssued in
August.
In addition, 176 .permits were
issued for elecirical work and 164
for plumbing in August of 1940, as
compared to 184 permits for elec-
trical work and 196 for plumbing
in August of 1938,
