Tentative plans for establish-
ment of a national Lutheran uni-
versity at Chicago were announced
at the convention by Dr. A. G.
Weng, Chicago, president of the
Illinois synod.

Dr. Weng said the proposed
school would be non-synodical
and non-official, governed by
joint action of varjous Luth-
eran bodies, and would offer
only graduate courses in the
arts, history, philosophy, and

languages, with sddition of
medicine and law possible
later.

He said Chicago was considered
the logical place for the university
because it is the largest Lutheran
city in the nation. He said plans
still were in the formative stste
but that further action could be
expected in a month or two.
