The aetosaurus, according to
expert  paleontologists, re-
sembled a lizard, with pro-
tective plates overlapping its
body like siates on a roof. It
was beliecved to be a small
land znimal, about three inch-
es high and a foot and a half
long. According to Johnson,
the iind may lead to a fuller
knowledge of New Jersey life
before the appearance of man.
