Learn War's
Camouflage

BUFFALO, N. Y. —(U.R) —Ap-
proximately 125 sign painters,
commercial artists, stage scenery
makers and' art instructors are
going to school here to learn how
industrial plants may be made in-
visible trj enemy eyes.

They are students enrolled by
the Buffalo Art Institute in an ex-
perimental course in industrial
camouflage, arranged in coopera-
tion with war department engi-
neers. If the course proves effec-
tive, it may be offered by other
institutions in key industrial cen-
ters of the nation as part of the
defense program.

Director Harry M. Bell said two
objectives were paramount: To
train artists as experts in the con-
cealment of industrial plants of all
kinds, and to develop plans for the
camouflage of important manu-
facturing plants in the Niagara
frontier.

"Looking- into the future,"
he said, "we must consider
the possibility of invasion. .
That invasion would, in all
probability, take the form of
attack from the air. Our key
industrial plants throughout
the country, integral cops in
the armament program, are
wide open to such attacks.
"The idea behind industrial

camouflage is to confuse the at-
tacking bomber, forcing him to

1 circle about the objective and giv-

ing defending aircraft an oppol>
tunity to attack the invader before
lie drops his load of destruction."
