Defense to Boost Farm

America's armament program
will increase employment, which
probably will tend to increase
farm prices, Asher Kobsori, profes-
sor of agricultural economics at the
University of Wisconsin, told the
Madison League of Women Voters
Wednesday.

Six communicable dl*e«ses, in-
cluding infantile pwaly*ii, fhowed
higher than average Wi*con*in
case totals for September, accord-
ing to the state board of health.

Local health officials reported
159 cases of infantile paralysis for
the month, which exceeds by 135
cases the September mean of the
preceding seven years. Othex in-
creases were noted for chlckenpox,
434 cases, up 215; influenza, 118
cases, up 29; measles, 410 cases,
up 271; mumps, 322 cases, up 211,
and undulant fever, 1* cases, lip 11.

In the control of other serious
diseases, the state fared better dur-
ing September, the board's survey
showed. Diphtheria was limited
to seven cases, half as many as the
September mean-, and other ail-
ments showing decreased incidence
were scarlet fever, 276 cases, down
seven; septic sore throat, five cases,
down nine; smallpox, one case,
down two; tuberculosis, 108 newly
reported cases, down 45; typhoid
fever, three cases, down eight, and
whooping cough, .512 cases, down
171.
