Construction of modern, enlarged studio facilities for station
WIBA on the fourth floor of the Tenny bldg., was announced Satur-
day by the Badger Broadcasting co.

For the third time In Its history WIBA lias found it necessary
to expand in order to serve adequately its listening audience.

Preliminary work started last week, and all construction work
is being rushed to complete the
new quarters before the end of the
year.

Two additional studios, making
four in all, together with enlarged
offices for the business, program
and- engineering departments are
provided in the new layout.

The most modern, acoustical
treatment,' including completely
isolated walls, floors and ceilings
will be included in the studio con-
struction. Also new will be the
installation of "sound-locks,"
specially-designed entrances to
each .studio which prevent noise
or other sounds from going in or
coming out of each studio.

Spectators will be afforded
vision into each studio
through large double-glass
windows, and for the largest
or "A" studio, an observation
gallery with theater-seats is
being built along: one entire
side.
All doors leading into studios

and sound-locks are of special,
sound-proof construction, nearly
three inches in .thickness, and all
studio walls arc double walls,
sound-proofed between and with
special acoustic tile on the inside.

A main control room and a sub-
control room are integral parts of
the new setup and visibility is af-
forded into each studio from these
rooms. High fidelity broadcast
equipment is being installed
throughout, and with the latest
type of acoustical construction will
provide the finest possible pro-
gram quality.

Sound-proof mechanical ventila-
tion is another feature being in-
stalled.

Many other features of the new
studios will be announced from
time to time as the work progress-
es, and a formal opening date also
will be announced later.
