.TUNEAU—Dodge county farmers
have found more e f f ic ien t feeding
an effect ive way to increase re-
ceipts from a Riven quantity of
feed crops.

This indication appears from a
study of farm management records
on i n n farms in Emmet township,
conducted by D. R, Mitchell, of the
University of Wisconsin, with the
cooperation of the United States |
department of agriculture.

It was found that the 20 highest
income farmers of the group re-
ceived $1.92 in livestock returns]
per dollar o£ feed, while the 20 '
lowest income producers received
only $1.43. Since these farmers on
the average used $1,832 worth of
feed a year, there was a differ-
ence of $898 in returns from live-
stock kept on feed valued at the
same amount.

These figures, it is explained, do
not mean that balancing rations |
and giving the correct amount to
each head of livestock make all
the difference, for efficient use of
feed implies more than that. It is
recognized that it is important to
keep good dairy cows and other
stock capable of making efficient
use of feed, and to give the ani-
mals good care in other respects
besides feeding.

Beans should be stored in a cool
place, and if known to be infested,
a small quantity of air slaked lime
may be mixed with them. Wash the
beans before using.

Placing the beans in water and
heating to 140 degrees will destroy
all weevils present without injur-
ing the beans.
