Madison continues to uphold its

000 soldiers, sailors, marines, and
coc.-t guards or their families
were helped with economic or so-
cial problems, Bull noted.

The service personnel in the
field could not function without
the aid of 3,700 local chapters and
6,600 branches of the American
Red Cross, he declared, and sug-
gested "We can help by joining-
the Red Cross today, or by re-
newing last year's membership."
