He had been sentenced to death
by Naziz for being implicated in
the explosion of several German
warships in Narvik harbor.

Corn Loans
Available
in Lafayette

DARLINGTON —John R. Chap-
man, chairman of the Lafayelte
couniy agricultural conservation
committee, announced here Wed-
nesday that loans at 3 per cent on
1940 corn now are available to
Lafzyete county farmers. The rate
will be 61 cents a bushel,

He said that the county commit-
tec now is ready to receive lean
applicaticns and farmers wanting
1o take out loans are asked to no-
tify the ceunty office. A loan in-
spector—usually a’ committeeman
—will visit the Tarm, take samples
of the corn, and seal the crib.

The samples will be tested
for molisture content and, if
approved for a loan, the far-
mer will be notified. He said
ihai in most cases the farmer
will be able io complele his
loan papers and obtain his
loan in one visit to the county
wifice, .

Committee members are calling
attention to {wo other important
changes in the loan program from
last year, Loans will be available
for 10 meonths, or from Dec. 1,
1840, o Sept. 30, 1941, instead of
Ior only four months. They said
that this is expected to extend the
price strengthening effect of the
loan program throughout the corn
marketing year.

Another change is that 1940 loans
will not mature uniil Aug, 1, 1943.
Previously, loans have been made
for only one year, The three-year
loan, it is thought, will enablz tar-
mers to provide a longer period of
storage for itheir corn without the
inconvenience of year e year re-
scaling,
