The Philkarmonic |

There is something almest magical in the arhievement of a really
good symphony orchestra. A group of a hundred or so skilled
musicians, led by a competent eonducier, becomes cne infinitely
powerful, sensitive, and varied insirument, capable of

expressing the most

as the most magnificent and stirring musical ideas.
It requires years of arduous training to perfect such an insirument;
and the Philharmonic of New York is admittedly one of the best
No opportunity to hear a symphony orchestra will be neglected

by a true lover of music. Most of
us have not an abundance of such
opportunities, and can seldom at-
tend the actual perfcrmances. That
is why - the Sunday afternoon
broadcast of the Phitharmonic (2
p. . WBBM) deserves our spec-
jal attention.

It boasts severs! {estures of
special merit. In the first place,
it is a sustaining, or non-com-
mercial broadcast. We can listen
to music, unperturbed by thoughts
of coffee, soap, or cigarettes. Sec-
ondly, we are given, not an ar-|
rangement- of music for the radio
public, but an actual concert,
complete and uninterrupted, ex-
cept for the natural intermissions
in the concert hall. This to me is
an advantage of the first magni-
tude. In the ordinary radio pro-
gram we are constantly fed upon
scraps . . . one movement of a|
symphony, a seleclion of oper-
plic airs, an infinite number of
arrangements and medlies. In my
opinion, musical iaste is vitialed
by such spoon-feeding. The Phil-
harmenic gives us music whole
and unadulierated. .

This brings me io the third !
merit, the programs themselves.
They are, on the whole varied and
stimulating. The great symphonies
of Beethoven, Brahms, Tschai-
kowsky, Sibelius, and otlhers are
combined with shorter waorks and
with music by medern compQsers.
Opinion may differ as to the merit
of some of these; but the perfor-
mance of ihe new and unusual
definitely has its place, and our
