Loop Pitching Honors

NEW YORK -~ (UP} — Any
pitehing laurels that Bob Feller
didn’t capture last season weren’t
worlth winning, the official Amer-
ican League pitching release today
revealed. '

‘Ibe Cleveland ace caplured the
lion’s share of the pitching prizes,
all the way from leading in games

won 1o feeing the most batters..

That the Cleveland Indians didn't
win the pennant is a sad eomment-
ary on the rest of the ball club aft-
er perusing Feller’s pitching rec-
ord.

Here are some of Feller's pilching
titles:

Earned run leader—2.62.

Strike out king—261.

Only no-hit, no-run game,

Appeared in most games—13.

Pitched maost innings—320,

Faced mosi batters—1,168.

Pitched most complete games
—31.

Won most zames—27.

There were a couple of pitching
championships Feller didu't ecap-
fure. He failed to lead in highest
percentage, {inishing third to
Schoolboy Rowe and Buck New-
som of the Tigers among the active
regulars, Rowe was the top men
with 16 victories and three defeats

There were other scattered nonde-

Feller's earned run average of
262 wag topped by one man, Ernle
Bonham, Yankee rookie who jein-
ed the ¢lub in mid-season, but the

latier pitched only 99 innings and |

thereby was deprived of any
chance of recognition as the lead-
er.
