Municipalitie
Reduce Costs
31 Per Cent

Local governments in Wiscon-
sin have reduced their normal ex-
penses of operation by 31 per cent
in the last 10 years, a writer de-
clared today in the January issue
of The Municipality, official mag-
azine of the League of Wisconsin
Municipalities.

Recent discussion has indicated
some persons will think it essen-
tial to cut expenditures in local
governments because the national
defense program will be costly,
but expenditure cuts should come
in state government costs rather
than local, if the relative economy
measures of the two kinds of gov-
ernment are considered, the article
indicated.

During the last 10 years,
the state government has been
operated on an unbalanced
budget, yet the Jocal govern-
ments have reduced their
normal expenses nearly a
third, have lowered assessed
property valuations, and have
reduced their outstanding- In-
debtedness from $92,800,000
in 1929 to $61,800,000 in 1931,
the article pointed out.
Assessed valuations were re-

duced from $2,434,073,537 to $2,-
212,617,167 for Wisconsin cities,
and from $296,405,383 to $279,-
162,402 for Wisconsin villages,
despite three factors which nor-
mally would cause increased valu-
ations—) many new cities and
villages hove been incorporated;
2) large areas have been annexed
to the corporate limits of cities
and villages, and 3) there has been
a material increase in urban popu-
lation as shown by the 1940 cen-
sus,

All this has been done in spite

ol financing a large share of the
cost of social security in Wiscon-
sin, the author of the article em-
phasized.

"If these new and nniuual
social security are deducted
expenditures for relief and
from the local financial fig-
ures, it is clearly apparent
how much local governments
have reduced expenditures
for their normal activities,"
according to the writer.
Excluding municipal and county

relief and social securi(jr costs, the
expenditures were shown to have
been reduced from $103,000,000 in
1929 to $70,700,000 in 1939, the
article said.

Huge Bomber
Successful,
Army Says

DAYTON, Ohio—(U.R)—Capt. O.
P. Benson, chief of the aero medi-
cal laboratory at'Wright field, said
Sunday night that the 3,000-mile
test flight of the four-engined B-
17-C army bomber was "success-
ful in every sense of the word."

The huge bomber took off at 7
p. m. Saturday and landed at
nearby Patterson field at 10 a. m,
Sunday after completing the long-
est non-stop non-refueling flight
in the history of the army air
corps.

The flight at planned, oiled
for a minimum altitude of
15,000 feet, but 120-mlIe-per-
hour cross winds forced the
crew to fly some of the time
at about 7.000 feet, it wa* re-
ported.
The bomber flew a triangular

course from Patterson field over
Memphis, Tenn., Shreveport, La.,
Dallas, Texas, to El Paso, Texas
and return.

The flight's purpose was to
provide data on the effects of long
range high-altitude operations on
personnel and equipment, officials
said.

Crew members wore special
high-altitude equipment and used
oxygen about half the time.

One of Last
Liquor Mobsters
Found Slain

mVTNGTON, NT. J.—OJ.R).--Wil-
liam Weisman, 44, one of the last
of the liquor mobsters of prohibi-
tion days and one of the few lead-
ers to come unscathed through its
machine-gun wars, was found
slain in an automobile Saturday in
this peaceful community.

The north Jersey bootlegger's
body was wrapped in a blood-
stained bed sheet on the floor of
a parked sedan. He had been shot
twice, once in the head behind
the right ear and in the right side
of the neck. Police said Weisman
had been dead about eight hours
when they found his body shortly
before noon. ,

Weisman had been living at
Newark and in the past seven
years had lapsed into relative ob-
scurity. But in the early 30"s and
in the hey-day of the late Dutch
Schultz and other liquor gangsters
who over-ran north Jersey he \vas
a notorious figure. He was put on
the spot once and narrowly _es-
caped a rain of bullets that spat-
tered his speeding car.
