Percock Glves Most  Brilllant
) Sight in Bird World

Many persons speak of the beau-
liful "tz of a peacock, but when
they do so they are making a
mistalce. The [eathers which this
bird displays are above the true
tail. When they are lowered they
‘drop over the tail feathers, mak-
| ing a long train which looks like
a tail even though it is not quite
that.

The heautiful feathers make the
fan of a peacock., When thiz fan
is spread before our gaze, we see
the most brilliant sighi o he
found among all the birds of the
world. :

India and Ceylon are two lands
where peacocks exist in the wild
state. They dwell in the jungles

land sometimes are seen in large

number. A Pritish iraveler rea
ported “not less than 1,200 wilh-

in sighl of a spot where he stood

in a jungle.

The females, or peahens, lay
their eggs on the groung. There
are from eight to 12 eggs in each
balch.

During the [{irst year, wyouhg
peacocks have no fans, or “tail
covers.” At the end of that time,
they begin fo grow the feathers
which have made ihem famous.
The fema=zles, or peahens, never
obtain this decoration, though
same of their feathers are colored.

At the age of abaut three years,
a peacock has a full-grown fan,
with green, blue and reddish-
brown feathers.

The bright-colored f{an appears
{o be a great help lo the peacock
during the mating season. The
bird — which has a body of neur-
ly the same as a turkey gobbler's
—spreads his fan and strutz in
Iront of the_ peabens,

There aye Wmes when peacocks
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fight with one anotber. This fight-
ing also has something {0 do with
winning the favor of the hens.

Both peacocks and pegbens are
classed under the general name
of “pezafowls.” They mowve aboul
fin small groups, usuvally three or
four hens with a single peacock,

Many such groups may galher
together in a certain section of the
jungle. They eal grass, bulbs, in-
‘sects, frogs, grain and land snails.

It has been observed that pea-
cocks and tigers are likely to live
in the same part of 3 jungle., The
reason is not yet clear, but it may
be ihat the birds give notice to
the tigers of the approach of hunt-
£rs,

Burma and the island of Java
are olher places where wild pea-
cocks are found. The Java birds
are noted for their blue and gold
neck {eathers.
