ANGORA GOAT PROVIDES
MATERIAL FOR MOHAIR

The eapilal of Turkey has two
names — Ankara and Angora, In
present-day news dispatcheg, the
name usually is given as Ankara,
but I point out the name “Angora’
for a reason.

Goats have been raised in the
region around the city of Angora
(or Ankara) for many hundreds
of wyears, and have been given
a special name. They are Xnown
as "Angora goats.” .

The earliest Angora goats seem
to have come frem ceniral Asia.
They grazed on lhe highlands of
Tibet, and were guarded from
cold weather by their long, thick
hair,

Travelers found these long-
haired goats, and ceriain of the
animals were bought and carried
away. Some were falen to Tur-

Angora goats have found their

a popular breed in some paris
of the United States, and many
are raised in Australia and Scuth
Africa.

The Angora goat is called ‘a
‘wopl- goat® Il produces hair
very much like that of certain
sheep.

There are iwoe coals of hair
on the animal, One coal is short
and rather coarse. The olher is
long, soft and silky.

Both male and female Angora
goals have horns. Those of the
males, or rams, are longer and
more twisled.

The fleece of an Anhgora goat
usually weighs from lwo to five
pounds. Mow and tihen, how-
ever, a single f{leece has a3 weight

jof from 10 {o 12 pounds.

The fleece can be used in mak-
ing several kinds-of fine cloth.
The fabric known as molwir is
made from it, and this explains
why the Angora goat also gogs by
ihe name of “mohair goat.”

The Cashmere goaf is anolher
kind with a wooly coat. It is a
native of the mountsin siate in
India called Cashmere (also
spelled Kashmir). In this case
the undercoat of wool is exireme-
Iy soft. It ig employed in making
the famous “Cashmere shawls”
