Trammell Fears

Federal Taxes

on Listeners
WASHINGTON — (U.R) — Pres.

Niles Trammel] of the National
Broadcasting Co. predicted Wed-
nesday that enforcement of new
Federal Communication Commis-,
s.on rules guiding the radio indus-
try will bring about a "breakdown"
of the existing structure which will
lead to government subsidies .and
taxes on listeners.

After'nearly four hours of tes-
timony before the senate inter-
state commerce committee on the
new rules, Trammell emphasized
that "business control", by the
FCC means "program control."
The result, he contended, is that
the nation is confronted with a
choice between operation of radio
by private industry or the gov-
ernment.

Trammell gave vehement sup-
port to arguments against the reg-
ulations advanced Tuesday by
Pres. William S.Paley of the Col-
umbia Broadcasting System. NBC
and CBS have joined forces to
fight the rules, which have been
given, emphatic support by the

third national network—the, Mu-
tual Broadcasting System.
