The wveteran son of Sir Martin,
viclor over thé great Sun Beau
and Dr. Freeland back in the early
ihirties when he was one of the
best voung colts ir. the nation, was
sold at the auction bloek here Fri-
dey. The crowd refused to open
the bidding at $100 as the auction-
eer requested -— but Chris Greer of
Upperville, Va., bid khim off for
the $50.

Spinach, a chestnul gelding,
was one of the oldest ~olive
racing thoroughbreds in
America.
