ture through University of Wis-
consin correspondence courses, ac-
cording {0 a new arrengement
recently approved by the state
industrial commission.

The anngunced purpose is 1o
enable apprentices in the smaller
cities, or wherever adequate class-
roorm instruction is neot available,
to take approved subjects through
university extension gorrespeond-
ence study to meet the provisions
for school attendance set hy law
fer the indenlured apprentice.

According {o the industrial com-~
mission, the law requires of ap-
prentices at least 400 hours of
sehiool aliondance in the four
years covered by the indenture.
Under, the new srrangement thls
may how be salislied by the com-
pletion of universify extension
oourses. One lesson will be con-
sidered the equivalent of six
hours of school attendance.

The new arrangement permlts
the adjustment of an educational
program on the high schaol or eol-
lege level to meet the needs of
each individual. The extension
list offers a wide selection of
courses for apprentices. Included
are subjects related to the worle
o! machinists, electricians, car-
penters, foundrymen, Diesel en-
gineers, plumbers, sheet metal
workers, mechanical draftsmen,
and other employes in industry.

Wisconsin’s  apprentice  law,
first in the nation, has been the
pattern for other states and for
the federal government, Under it
the Industrial commission hag is-
sued more than 6,000 state di-
plomas to graduate apprentices.
