All
of us have seen careless declarers
do this, when they have enough
high trumps to spare one and
eliminate the danger of an over-
ruff.

West led the diamond 9, and
the declarer refused to finesse, be-
cause of Enst's bids, and came
right up with the A. Wishing to
send a spade toward the Q, he
came to his hand with the club 6
to the A and led the spade 10,
which the A took. West offered
the diamond 4 to the 8, 10 and a
ruff by the spade 2. The spade 4
was taken by the K, dropping the
Q and J, and the heart 3 returned
to the A. The club J was scored,
the heart K for a club discard and
the diamond Q. led, covered by
the K.

South ruffed that, with the spade
5, and was dl.scombobulated to see
West put on the spade 0. At the
t ime South^ had'the spade 8 and 9,
both of which were high. He could
have ruffed that diamond with
either of those and used the other
to drop the 6, leaving the rest of
his hand good. We wonder how
long it wil l be before he forgets
Umt terrific play.

Draft Boards,
Wilde Says

Selective service classification
questions should be directed to
local boards, Walter Wilde, state
director of selective service, re-
minded registrants, their depend-
ents and employers Friday.

• Communications on classifica-
tion matters addressed to state or
national, headquarters are sent
back to the proper local boards,
WiJde said, because only those
boards can uct upon individual
cases until they have been classi-
fied, and appeal from a classifica-
tion must be "made through local
boards.

"While both state and national
headquarters have sympathetic
regard for each individual regis-
trant, these headquarters obvious-
ly cannot consider each case,"
Wilde explained. "This is the re-
sopnsibility of the local board. Its
members h a v e that. intimate
knowledge of the registrant, of his
personal situation, and other na-
tional defense needs of his com-
munity that must be given pri-
mary consideration in any demo-
cratic formula."
