mixed carefully for nearly 15
yours bofore It rcachei maxi-
mum satisfaction. Krejus cane
is the beat in the world for
instrument reeds, Honeycomb*
declared.

"There are some cane grow-
ers In California now, but
their products are pretty aw-
ful," he pointed out. "Prob-
ably they're not letting their
plants grow long enough be-
fore cutting them."

Ordinary clarinet reeda ire
up about a nickel apiece high-
er now than they were a year
ago. Oboe and bassoon reeds
are selling for $1 apiece, but
there are none mad* in the
United States. An imported
wood clarinet, sent here from
France, has advanced from $93
to $90 in price in a year.

French oboei the Madison
company used to list at $218
now retail for $310, and bas-
soons which formerly sold for
$260 now cost $413.

"And there'll be more price
rises as the war goes along
and supplies become small-
er," Honeycombe predicted.

Where to Next Year
In the second hand instru-

ment lines, he said leading
musical supply stores all over
the country—in cities other
than Madison—have "raided"
the pawn shops, to get th«
best of the used equipment
there. What's left is either
obsolete or "so cheap it's
worthless."

The trouble with produc-
tion is that even in pe»c«
times, American manufactur-
ers couldn't care for all the
business. Today, with almost
stopped exports, with limita-
tions on the amount of brass
they 'can get, with almost no
more cork available—"well."
Honeycombe' com men ted,
"after this year's business is
over, I don't see w h e r a
there'll be anything at all
left."

Jamei Peshak, a retail mu-
sical instrument and supply-
salesman, saw a slightly
brighter picture. The larga-
national manufacturing firm
supplying his firm put allot-
ments on the supplies tha>
Madison company may pur-
chase — last year's amount
plus 30 per cent—but is re-
porting no particular short-
age of raw materials.

Copper Trumpet Bells
In first line trumpets, the

prices have advanced not
more than $5 lo a range of
$97.30 to $142.50. In saxo-
phones, the price has risen
about 10 per cent to $138 to
$250. In clarinets, the in-
crease is nbout 15 per cent,
to a $113-$200 range.

A new development of the
Inst year has been the seam-
lens, electroplated bell for
trumpets, made of copper, in-
stead of brass. Manufactur-
ers worked on it for years
until one company finally
succeeded in 1940.
