Wage carners on  Wiscansin
faclory payrolls increased 2.3 petr
cent—{rom 284,000 o 291,000, be-
iween July 15 and Aug. 15, the
sintistical depariment ol the stale
industrial  commission reported
Tuesday, '

Payrolls the same period rose 5.7
per cent, from $8,899,000 to $9,-
406,000 weekly.

From mid-August, 1840 to mid-
August this year Wisconsin fac-
lories acdded about @5,800 wage
earners — an iherease of 28 per
cent, and at the middle of last
month were employing an esti-
mated total of 281,400,

While all industry groups
showed employment gains over
a year ago, the largest incresses
occurred in machinery manufac-
turing, iron and steel products
and other metal industries. Rela-
tively large increases also occur-
red in the textile mill products,
wearing appearel and leather and
leather products industries.

Wages of Wisconsin factory em-
nloyes avernged 74,4 cents an hour
in August and empleoyes averaged
42,8 hours of work a week— 2.6
more hours than the average of
August, 1940,

Prof. Roth, Anti-Nazi
