Wisconsin's tobacce crop this
year will be mbout 15 per cent he-
low the crop harvested in 1040,
according to estimates of the crop
reporting service of the Wisconsin
and United States depariments of
agriculture, A smaller preduction
than a year ago is aiso estimated
Ior the notion,

In addition to the smaller acre-
age this year, the produclion of
Wlsconsin tobacca wilt be below
that of last year because of the
lower ylelds. The condition of the
crop declined gonsiderably during
August when a general deleviorn-
tion took place beeause of hel and
tfry wealher. Lower yields are
shoewn for both the narthom and
southern Wisconsin tobaceco arens.

About 31,000,000 pounds of to-
bucco will be produced (n the
state, compared with more than
36,000,000 pounds last year. To-
baceco production this year is ex-
pected to be 7 per cent abhove the
1930-1939 average for Wisconsin.
The iobacco acreage in lhe state
thiz year is 6 per cent below that
of 1940,

States s estimated at more than
cne and a quarter billion poundas.
If a crop this size I8 hnrvested Lthe
nalion’s production thls year will
be 14 per cent below that of 1940
and about i0 per cent below avera
age,
