Kenyon reported that injection
of estradiol, a female sex hormone,
in sexually underdeveloped men
exeris some of the effects of the)
male hormone testoslercne,

Moore also reported that “andro-
gens administered to fe wles may
sometimes stimulate female be-
havior and eslrogen-treated males
may under some conditions exhibit
either male or female behavior.”

Interrelation between the ner-
vous system, which s largely re-
sponsible for behavior, and hor-
‘mones “is totally unknewn," Moore
said,

“We are also aware,” he said,
“that a female may be highly es-
trogenized (supplied with female
hormones) and fail ecomplelely 1o
exhibit mating responses when
small injuries exist in the hypo-
ikalmus (a small body at the base
ot the brain).”
