Tests'Sift' 1
Army Men

Psychological tests may aid the
i armed services greatly in discover-
[ ing men of officer caliber and
! eliminating those temperamentally
I unf i t tor military work, Dr. Molly
i Harrower-Erickson told 80 mem-
i bers o£ the British War Relief so-

ciety at Capital hotel Monday.
She described use of the Ror-

schach test in determining capaci-
ties and personality differences of
the individuals and stated that the
"psychological x-ray picture" ob-
tained through the test may be em-
ployed to advantage in war and
peace.

England, Canada, and the United
States are now using the test to
help in the solution of defense
problems, said the British-trained
psychologist who is now connected
with McGill university, Montreal,
Canada.

Britain employs the test to pick
out soldiers who will make good
officers and to study emotional
differences and reactions of men,
women, and children who have
experienced bombings, he said.

The Rorschach test also is used
in child and vocational guidance,
mental hospitals, and businest
houses, Dr. Harrower-Erickson
said.
