NEW YORK — (UP} — Granted
that Hank Greenberg and Bob
Feller deserve a few cheers for
their patriotism in these nerilous
times, it seems that the basebsll
player who's sacriticed the most to
serve his country iz now little more
than a forgotten man.

So I propose to wave the flag
today for Hugh Noyes Muleaby,
former Philadelphia Phillies
pitcher, who -was the first major
league player to be inducted inlc
the army under the selective serv-
jre act, Muleahy went into the
army March 8, almoat two months
befere Hank Greenberg did, and
ha's never bean nut, In fact, he's in
i thara for the duration.

While the aacrifices of Green-
berg were large in a financial way,
what about Muleahy? He practl-
cally had his bassball career nip-
ped in the bud--and just when he
was belng talked about as a §60,-
000 or $75,000 piiching prospecs
for one of the pennent contenders.

After five years of toiling on
the Phillles’ mound, Muleahy was
on the verge of getting intc the
imporient sugar. Just hefore he
marched off to the army, Muleahy
had signad his first real eoniract,
said to be in the neighborhaed of
$10,000, including a $3,000 raise.
But he never collected a cent of
the money. He performed ul Camyp
Edwards on Cape Cod for ithe reg-
ular soldier boy ratea of- $21 &
monlh.

Mulcahy reached his 26lh birth-
day Sept. B and was scheduled to
be mustered out of the army
around Jan. 1, but all that's chang-
ed now. When Mulcahy left for the
army, ha had just purchnsed =a
home for his parents in suburban
Newton, Mass., making the down
payments with savings from his
meagre Philly salary, The money
he would have collected in 1941
whatld have enabled him to pay oft
the home. He got the payments de-
ferred and that's the way they still
atand.,

was Feller. It's toupgh to see a $50,-
000 contract go right out the win-
dow, as Hank's will when he goes
back into the service shortly, but
