Court Refuses Plea
for More Insurance
The Wisco Hardware co. is not

entitled to collect $2,112 from
the Hardware Dealers Mutual
Fire Insurance co. as additional
damages for a fire which swept
the company plant here May 20,
1939, the state supreme court
ruled Tuesday.

•Circuit Judge Alvin C-. Reis on
July 1, 1941, had dismissed the
Wisco firm's action. The Insur-
ance company already had paid
$131,851 on the fire loss.

The hardware firm and the In-
surance company "set an agree-
ment agreeing on the loss of
stock and fixtures less a deduc-
tion which represented a cash
discount on the stock of merchan-
dise destroyed."

The rate of dslcount was first
settled in the agreement to be 2
per cent, the decision said, and
later was reduced to 1V4 per cent.

The court held that it "clearly
appears that the time cash dis-
count was specifically left open
and undetermined by the ^signers
of the agreement ot both parties;
that for thut reason the plaintiff
is not enitled to say that it is
automatically entitled to that
sum; that such an interpretation
would be in contradiction to the
plain terms o£ the agreement."

Chief Justice Marvin B. Rosen-
berry wrote the decision.
