| AUSTIN, Tex., — (UP)— Indian
tribes of Mewico, noted for quick
recoveries - from serious wounds,
‘used a plant that American scien-
tists today hope will end gangrene
in war wounds and save thousands
of lives in arniy field hospitals.
The plant has been revealed as
Castilian Malva. An unnamed
Mexico Cily physician called it to
the attention of doctors at San An-
tonio, Tex. The Upjohn laborator-
ies took up the search, and now,
Dr. Carl Albers, associate profes-
sor of pharmacy at the Univarsity
of Texas here, is conducling ex-
periments to determine how best
io grow, havvest and cure the plant,
Castilian Malva is a small leafy
plant which grows in DMexico,
. Texas, California and British Co-
| lumbia. It ix related {0 the holly-
hock and hibiscux in the {lower
'plants and to c¢olton and okra
among the food and utility plants,
Though new as a scientific medi-
cine, it has leng been used as a do-
mestic remedy in Mexico.
It may be used egually well as a
dusting powder, a salve or in liguid
form. Physicians explain that iis
