War Production Board Orders
Curtailment of Certain

Telephone Services

The War Production
Board, Division of Industry
Operations, issued an order
on March 2, 1942, to limit
the use of scarce and critical
materials by the wire tele-
phone industry.

Among other things, the
order requires discontinu-
ance of installation of exten-
sion telephones in private
homes unless necessary for
those responsible for public
health, welfare or security.
It also directs discontinuance
of replacement of existing
wall and desk type tele-
phones with hand sets.

The company is directed
to employ party line service
where such installation will
conserve scarce and critical
material.

The order requires all tele-
phone companies to refrain
from conversion of manual
central offices to dial offices
and replacement of manual
private branch exchanges by
dial exchanges.

The order does not affect
changes in telephone equip-
ment or facilities which were
being installed at the time of
its issuance.

By conforming to this order, the telephone induitry will
make available for war purposes, 35,500 tons of lead, 29,000
tons of iron and steel, 29,500 tons of copper, 650 tons of zinc,
540 tons of crude rubber and large amounts of other scarce
materials. ,'

The Wisconsin Telephone Company will endeavor to ad-
minister the order as equitably as possible and with a- minimum
of inconvenience to the public. All types of instruments and
seryices will not be' available, but despite the curtailments
this Nation will still enjoy the most adequate telephone service
in the world.

The understanding and cooperation of telephone users in
the past have been greatly appreciated and will be doubly
helpful: not only to the Telephone Company but to the Nation
in the trying times ahead.
