Fleming Gets 1 to 3

LANCASTER—Austin • Couey,
Boscobel bartender was lined $200
and costs lor selling liquor to
minors and Erwiri Fleming was
sentenced to'from one to three
years in the state prison at Wau-
pun for forgery and violation of
parole in circuit court cases heard
Friday by Judge Sherman E.
Smalley,

Dpnald Weide, 24, and Lyal
Lenz 21, were turned over to the
state public weUare department
after pleading guilty to robbing
the Finnegan hardware store In
Stitzer two weeks ago. Sentence
was suspended, but the youths
were ordered to pay costs of the
case. The ammunition taken from
the store had been returned be-
fore the court action.

Couey, bartender for Howard
Burmeister, Boscotoel, was given
twice the usual fine because ol
what Smalley called "the defend-
ant's apparent attempt to deny
liability." Arrested on evidence
of two 19-year-old Boscobel
youths, Couey pleaded not guilty
in justice court but changed his
plea in circuit court. Although the
boys had changed their story, they
were not held for perjury because
they were to enlist in the army.

Fleming, called a "chronic
check writer" by Dist. Atty. R. W.
Orton, had been on parole to the
state public welfare department
since December, 1939. An Iowa
county farmhand, he was charged
with forging small checks at Bos-
cobel, Blue River, Fennimore, and
Mortfort, and is also wanted in
Dubuque, la., and Iowa county.
Smalley ordered sentences on the
two counts of forgery and viola-
tion of parole to run concurrently.

He
thought about a Blackwood 4-No
Trumps, but banished that idea,
as he didn't care much whether
North had the club A or not.
What interested him most was
the general merit of North's hand,
and so he bid 5-Spades to find out.
When North accepted the Invita-
tion he was happy, but felt dubi-
ous when East doubled. As it
turned out, though, the double
helped him to make an extra trick.

West led the diamond 2 to the
8, Q and A. The diamond 6 to the
K was an entry to try the double-
finesse in spades, which h« would
not have attempted had East kept
silent. After the spade 10 brought
the J and Q, he laid down the
heart A and then the Q, which
West foolishly covered with the
K, and the spade 7 ruffed it. Now
the spade 5 to the 9 blanked
East's K. The heart 7 was ruffed
by the spade 8, the club A fur-
nished a discard of the diamond 7,
the club 2 was ruffed by the spade
3, the spade A dropped the K and
the remaining tricks were scored
by the heart J, diamond 9 to the
J and the'spade 4.
