Unrest Rises
in Germany,
Neutrals Say

MOSCOW—(U.R)—The Tass news
agency reported Monday, on the
basis of information from neutral
visitors to Germany, that increased
friction is evident between Hein-
rich Himmler of the Nazi gestapo
and the German high command,
due to internal unrest in the coun-
try.

Himmler was said to have op-
posed the dispatch of additional
storm troop units to the Russian
front, thereby weakening his in-
ternal police forces, although
Adolf Hitler personally ordered
several units to the front.

As result, the Tass account said,
youths of 15 and 16 are being
drafted for police duty within Ger-
many.

Describing reports of internal
troubles in Germany, the neutrals
were quoted as saying that a muni-
tions factory in Munich recently
was blown up and that anti-Hitler
and anti-war inscriptions are ap-
pearing on walls in German
cities.

The
tavernkeepers themselves were un-
aware that beverage tax agents
were in their midst until applica-
tion for warrants,was made at the
district attorney's o f f i c e .
