COLUMBIA, Mo. —(U.R)— Wat-
Production Board Chairman Don-
ald M. Nelson, reviewing the mo-
bilization of industry and its ef-
Cects on post-war l i f e , declared to-
day that "poverty is not inevitable
any more."

"For a generation we have been
living on the edge o£ a new
world." Nelson said. "We are only
now beginning tn realize it. For
the f i r s t t ime in the history of the
human race there can be enough
of everything to go around."

Nelson spoke at commencement
exercises ot the University of Mis-
souri where he was given an hon-
orary doctor's degree. He received
a bachelor of science degree there
In 1910.

The post-war generation, he
said, would have the most magni-
f icant opportunity any nation
ev.e-r had to build a new world. It
is the aim of the Uni ted n a t i o n • ' •
turn these possibilities into reali-
ties, he said.

Nelson gave nn op t imis t i c pic-
ture of war production, declaring
Lhnt in "many, many instances"
new war factories had turned out
goods.at a higher rate thnn anti-
cipated from blueprints.

"We have found thnt our total
production of war goods is higher
lhan we had any reason to suppose
it would be," ho snid.
