State to Lead
Nation With
Tame Hay

Wisconsin again wiJl lead all
other states in tame hay produc-
tion this year with what is ex-
pected to be a record-breaking
crop, the crop reporting service of
the Wisconsin and United States
departments of agriculture said to-
day.

Growing conditions in the state
have been excellent for the tame
hay crop. Exceptionally high yields
are reported by many farmers. The
higher yields this year will more

than offset the slightly smaller
acreage than was harvested last
year and production is expected
to be nearly a third of a million
tons above 1941.

More than 7,000,000 tons of tame
hay are expected for Wisconsin
this year. This would be a larger
production than for any other state.

i Tame hay production is much
larger than the 1930-39 average of
about 4,600,000 tons and the yield

at 1.85 tons per acre in Wisconsin
is about a hill-ton above averag*.

Wisconsin has 3,842,000 acres of
tame hay for harvest about a hall-
million acres above the state's 10-
year average. Nearly a third of the
tame hay acreage is in alfalfa. The
state's alfalfa production tnis year
ranks fourth in the nation, only
California, Minnesota, and Iowa
reporting larger acreages.

Playgrounds
to Have Own
Government

A city-wide Youth Recreation
'assn. will bo inaugurated through
the summer playground program,
division of recreation officials an-
nounced today.

Through the Madison Youth
Recreation assn., the division of
recreation will set up a miniature
playground government based
upon the city's municipal form of
government and patterned after
the Madison common council.

The purposes of the association
are fourfold: to give Madison
youth an opportunity to take an
active part in the planning of the
city recreational program to help
the division of recreation provide
programs of recreation suited to
the needs and interests of youth,
to afford youth an opportunity to
render significant community serv-
ice,-and to foster the aims and
ideals of the division of recreation.

The governing, body of the as-
sociation will be the Madison
Youth Recreation council, to which
the 15 organized playgrounds will
elect council delegates Thursday in
a city-wide playground election
day. The council will elect its
president, vice-president, and sec-
retary and treasurer, and will set
up committees to carry out its pro-
gram.

Any Madison youth over 12 years
and under 21 years of age, as of
June 1, 1942, is eligible to mem-
bership in the association. A per-
son may become a member of the
association by registering at the
playground in his section of the
city.

Madison youth will exercise the
right of citizens in a democracy
when they go to the playground
polls on Tuesday, July 30, to elect
their council delegates.
