U. S. Pilots Fly

NEW DELHI— (U.R) —American
war supplies now are being flown
from India to China over a new
600-mile night trail blazed by
United States army fliers after
day transports were threatened
by Burma-based Japanese planes.

The airmen, dependent entire-
ly on their instruments to guide
them to a Chinese base lighted
only by smudge pots, usually must
conquer storms to deliver these
badly-needed war materials to
isolated China.

Capt. John Payne, Paducah, Ky.,
a tall, rangy former airlines pilot
between Chicago and Atlanta, op-
ened the route recently with a
lumbering Douglas transport. In
his own words, he had only "hell
and destiny" to guide him over
the difficult and dangerous moun-
tains.

"The moon was up, but we were
on instruments most of the time.
We ran into severe icing condi-
tions over the mountains. I saw a
thunderhead and thought I'd bite
into it to see what would happen.
Immediately ice began to form on
the wings and we were forced to
drop down to get rid of an inch
and a half thick coating."

A picked crew helped Payne
blaze the trail. Lieut. Jack Cros-
sett Springdale, Wash., was the
co-pilot; Capt. John Bordena,
Kansas City, base operations of-
ficer, acted as observer, and Sgt.
Pasguale Maida, Philadelphia,
manned the radio.

Despite the bad weather and
unfamiliarity with the terrain
Payne said they."hit the airport
right on the nose."

"Everything was pitch blacK
except the runway, which was
outlined, by the dim light of
smudge pots the Chinese had set
out to welcome us," the pilot said,
"It amounted to our shooting for
smudge pots 600 miles away.

After a normal landing, Payne
and his crew refreshed themselves
with coffee while Chinese coolies
unloaded the precious supplies. In
45 minutes the Douglas, this time
filled with raw materials for
America, was ' i n the air again
headed for the home, base some-
where in India.
