was wrong to take away th* citi-
zenship of William Schneiderman,
Russian-born California Commun-
ist party secretary, merely because
he was a party member from 1922
to 1927, the five years preceding
his naturalization.

Arguing before a packed court-
room, Willkie asserted that during
this five-year period "the only
document which Schneiderman
says he subscribed to—in its his-
torical setting—is this Communist
Manifesto, written in 1847 and
published in 1848."

He said that every member of
the court bad probably read the
famous 1848 Manifesto, and had
his. thinking on social matters af-
fected by it

"Whether one believes in it or
disbelieved in it," Willkie told the
court, "the Communist. Manifesto
i» a tremendously important his-
torical .document."

Schneiderman,«who came to the
United States from Russia at the

age of three, was naturalized in
1927. In 1939. a federal court ruled
that his citizenship should betaken
away, holding that his oath of alle-
giance to the constitution was false
inasmuch as he was an active Com-
munist party member during the
1922-1927 period.

Willkie volunteered la*t spriajf
to participate in d e f e n d i n g
Schneiderman on a voluntary, non-
paid basis.

Willkie told the court the only
basis for depriving Schneiderman
of his citizenship was the "imputa-
tion" to him of certain Marxist
writings. This, he contended, was
not a valid reason.

"You might Just as well impute
to me the speeches of Hamilton
Fish (representative from New
York and former isolationist) just
because we are members of the
same party," Willkie added.
