Espagnole.” Kirkpetrick played GQuilhaud’s “Concerto for
Oboe and Orehestra,” and Coon and Iltis repeated their per-
formance of “The Carpival of Animals.”

The Lalo work was a perfect one for displaying the rich
tone and the liguid -melody Brosa is eapable of producing.
There was a quality of romanee in the eloquent musiec of the
andante movement, and Brosa made the most of it. He played
the speedy rondo and seherzando skillfully, with certainty of
fingering and bowing, but it was that flowing fulliess of the
second movement that made his playing something to remember,

Eirkpatrick, a Madison student, gave & variety of color-
ing to the Guilhand work; this in itself was quite a feat,
considering the limitations of the cboe. In 'it, “he reflected
the teachings of Alfred Bartlhel, his instructor. Barthel, in-
cidentally, was the first soloist to play this arrangement of
the coneerto, orchestrated by the late Dr. Frederick Stock.

Conn and Iltis -repeated the success they had scored
earlier in the season with Saint-Saers’ musical menagerie, and
were assisted by an improved orchestra. Aside from the
piznists’ playing of “Planistes,” a broad satire, the hit of the
suite’ was “L'Elephant,” with the bassey doing their stuff in
unison.

The
woodwinds were really hrilliant especially in the adagio: movement,
and the horn section was the best the orchestra has had.in’ - while.
The violins still needed conrelation.
