The lighter moments in the
life of the American Indian
will be depicted here Monday,
Dec. 28, in "The Captive Maid
of Old Carlisle" 'by the Child-
ren's Theater. Co.

Author-Director Clare Tree
Major was Instructed "by the
Indians themselves in some
of the games and dances of

_the Iroquois tribe. Several of
these will be reproduced on
the stage of the Parkway
theater,, with, actual Indians
in the cast.

Ball play, Mrs. Major
found, was the chief athletic
game in the Alleghany moun-
tain regions where "The
Captive Maid of Old Car-
lisle" takes place. The ball
was handled with netted
sticks, not at all unlike tennis
rackets. The modern game of
lacrosse' fs -a direct descend-
ant of the Indian pastime.

Also popular, was the
guessing , game known as
"Ata'-A-Kut." Two' rows of
players sat opposite each
other, one holding in each
hand a launch of reeds. Only
one of pie reeds was marked1

with a black band, and the

guesser tried to choose the
bunch in which the marked
reed was hidden. As the fues-
ser was trying to make his
choice, a singer stood behind
each group to distract the at-
tention of the other side.

On the more dramatic side,
"The Captive Maid of Old
Carlisle" tells the story of
two little white girls captur-
ed in an Indian raid, who
spend nine years in the cainp
of their captors before being
rescued. It is while learning
to talk, drew and live like
Indians that they are intro-
duced to Indian games and
dances, and soon enjoy them
as much, as their own limpl*
pioneer pleasures.

The Indian women, it turni
out, long believed ilave* to
their tep'ees, also had their
own games1—and what is mont
surprising — their "favorite*
were—of all thingi—ihinny
and football.'
