PILLORY LAWS PUT FREEDOM
OF PRESS IN DANGER

I F WE loo'k back into history,
wo find strange ways of

punishment which irere com-
mon in the past. These includ-
ed the "stocks" and the "pil-
lory."

When a man was sent to the
stocks, lie sat on a bench and
stretched his legs out in front
of him. Each foot extended
through an opening in a stout
board, and the opening was adjust-
ed so the foot could not be pulled
back.

The stocks wore used to punish
"small crimes." Usually a man
was forced to stay in them no more
than a few hours, but the punish-
ment was open to public view,

I The pillory was an invention of
! much the same kind, but, was some-
I what harder to bear. A man had
•to stand -while he was in the pil-
lory, with his neck and hands held
in place.

The pillory was a wooden post
which rose from a small platform,
and which held up two boards.
The boards were cut so they would
allow space for the neck and the
wrists. After the prisoner took his
position, the upper board was low-
ered and locked.

For an hour or two'the man
stood there. He might be a mer-
chant who had given short meas-
ure to his customers, or he might
have been found guilty of,false
witness.

It was looked upon as a dis-
grace to be placed in the pillory,
Crowds gathered to watch nnd
shout.
