ITALY used to have control
of a big colony in northern

Africa. Its name was (and still
is) Libya,, and it covers about
679,000 square miles. Experts
differ on.the area, but the
figure given is as close -as I
can reach..

Because it is largely-a desert,
Libya is thinly settled. Not
counting a few cities on the sea
coast, the population'is only one
person to the square mile! Even
counting all the cities,'the colony
in 1938 had only four persons to
each three square miles!

The largest city in Libya is Trip-
oli. It was captured by the Brit-
ish the past January. The second
largest city is Bengasi/which was
the home of 64,000 people, in 1938.
Next come Misurata and Horns.

Two of the leading .cities of

Libya have the same names as two
cities in Syria. In. Syria we find a
city named Tripoli which is small-
er than the one in Libya, also one
called Horns.

If we look for something com-
mon between Syr.ia and Libya, we
find that, both are, for the main
part, Moslem countries. Most of the
people ia each case honor Moham-
med as Allah's prophet.

Another point is that'both Syria
and Libya were formerly parf'of
the Turkish empire. Italy got con-
trol of Libya only 22 years ago. It
took the colony away from Tur-
key after a short war in 1911.

Although Libya is mainly a des-
ert land, it would be a mistake to
look on it as entirely a sandy
waste.'Thousands of square miles

and plants grow well.
In a recent year, Libya had 69,-

.000 cattle and 91,000 camels. Cam-
els are the principal beasts of bur-
den, though the, people also use

for grazing lands. Far from the sea, and the number of sheep was 890,-
there are oases where people live^OO. There were more sheep than

people in the colony!
Pigs were not popular, however.

There were only 2,057 ol them,
and these no doubt wer« mainly
under the care of Italian settlers.
The Italians in Libya made trp only
10 per cent of fee population in
1938. Most of the rest were Mos-
lems of Berber stock. The Berber*
have skins which range in shtda
from light yellowish brown to dark
brown, almost black.
