Sittersweet .Sometimes Climbs to
Height of 25 Feet:

MOST plants, have-.stems
wMch hold them in po-

sition above the ground, but
some have the habit, of clinging
to other plants.. Many of the
clinging plants keep "climbing"
as the years go' by. They may
climb a wall, the side of. a house,
a post or a tree. • '

The grapevine is a good ex-
ample of a climbing' plant. Wild
grapes often grow. up the trunks!
of trees. Their tendrils keep'
stretching upward as. time goes
by, and at length the plants 'may
reach points many feet above the
ground.

Grapes were perhaps the first
fruit obtained from plants which

people cultivated. Several thous-
and years ago they were grown in
Egypt, and they had a place in
ancient Greece and Rome.

Today we find grapes being
grown on every continent. Leif
Erickson found them when he
reached "Vinland," which is be-
lieved to have been a part of
North America. Grapes were
planted in Australia by early
white settlers in 1788; since then
they have grown very well on
the "island continent."

The English ivy is another
climbing plant. Creeping along the
ground, it may reach a wall or
tree trunk, and then will start to
climb. The sides of many houses
have been covered with English
ivy. The leaves are dark green in
summer, but in autumn they be-
come red.

The Boston ivy Is a relative of
the English ivy, and often is to be

seen on well-shaded sides of
houses in eastern parts of the
United States. The Virginia .creep-
er is much like iVy but is classed
as a member of the grape family.
Sometimes it is called, "the wood-
bine" or "false grape." The Vir-
ginia creeper grows well in most
parts of North. America.

Hundreds of kinds of ferns
"stand on their own feet," "but
certain kinds have weak stems
and climb around a support 'oi
one kind or another. Climbing
ferns1 are mainly natives of Jhe'
Old World, but the Hartford (or
Windsor) climbing fern is found
in open woods from New Hamp-
shire south to Florida.

The climbing- bittersweet is
fairly widespread in Canada. It
grows in Quebec and Ontario, and
westward to Manitoba. This plant
also is common in parts of the
United States, as' far sputh, as
North- Carolina and New 'Mexico

The bittersweet sometimes
climbs a tree tp a height of 25 leet
It has pointed leaves and clusters
of small greenish flowers.
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
