their native home, you would need
to go to Africa, Arabia, Palestine

or Syria. They are not found in a |
wild- state in any part of the New |
World, or in Europe or Australia. [

A few zoos have hyraxes which’
they display to the public. In the
London zoo, milk was fed to a
baby hyrax, after its mother. died,
and the little one was kept alive.

Most hyraxes live in rock shel-
ters. They have such homes in
southern Africa, in the Congo, in
Ethiopia, Syria, and Arabia. Find~
