Manx Cats Jump Over
Low Hedges

URING a visit in southern

Ireland, I asked an Irish-
man, “Haye you ever seen a
snake?”

“Nowhere except at a cir-
cus,” he replied.

Probably because the Irish cli-
mate, or the food supply, does not
suit them, shakes and toads are
absent from Ireland. The same
thing is true of the Isle of Man,
which has nearly the same climate
as Ireland.

The Isle of Man also is without
squirrels and foxes. There were
red deer in its woodlands in past
times, but they became extinct
about the year 1700.

Rabbits, lizards and various

kinds of birds are to be seen about

the island, but in general we may
say that it is “‘poor in animal life.”

One animal, however, has done a
great deal to spread the fame of
the Isle of Man. It is known as the
home of the Manx cat.

Most kinds of cats have long
tails, but not the Manx cat! Its
tail is so short as to be not even
a good excuse for a tail, Some
“pure bred” Manx cats do not
have even the stump of a tail for
a person to see.. .

Besides its lack of a tail, this
cat is set apart from others by
having legs which are longer than
usunl. These legs give it a way of
running which differs from that of
the common house cat. It tends to
“phound” as it runs, very much like
a rabbit. When it comes to a low
hedge or a mass of tall grass, it is
likely o Jeap over the barrier, in-
stead of runming through it or
around- it. .

No record exists of the first

Manx cais. They have been on the
Isle of Man for at Jeast a few hun-
dred years, but the exact tme
when they first appeared is not
known. The record of the rocks on
the island has failed to show that
any such animals existed there in
bygone ages.

1t has-been suggested that cats

without tails, or with very short
{ails, reached the Isle of Man when
a vesse] was wrecked off the coast.
There is a story that two vessels
of the Spanish Armada had short-
tailed cats aboard when they were
wrecked in that region.

Sailors have iaken thousands of
cats to sea as “mascots” and some
of them have reached dry land far
{from their place of birth. Yet there
is the question of where such cats
were found in the first place.

The most likely answer seems to
be the Orient. Cats with short or
stumpy tails are natives of Chira,
Burma and the Malay States. In
the course of long voyages, a few
of them could have reached the
Isle of Man and started the line of
“Manx cats.”
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
