The Maya Indians called their
chief god “Kukulean,” a name
which meant “quetzal-bird snake.”
Thisx god was said to e very pow-
crful. MHe could pass through the
air like a bird, or silently glide
over the ground as a serpent.

Figures of serpents are to be
seen on some Maya stones, point-
ing to “serpent worship.” Far
across the Pacific, in “lost cities”
of Indo-China, we find huge stone
i figures of serpent gods.
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
