EAR the southern end of
South: America, certain
birds lay eggs which change
color. Starting out with a deep
green color, they become blue.
Then they turn lighter and be-
fore they hatch they are al-
most white.

eggs ave known as “Darwin’s
rheas.” They have much the
same shape as osiriches, but are
smaller and have three toes on
each foot, The foot of a true
ostrich hasg only two tocs.-

. Darwin’s rhea grows to a height
of only about three feet. I¢ is the
smallest of the three kinds of
rheas which live in South Amer-
ica. :

Other kinds of kinds of rheas
are found in Brazil, Uruguay and
central Argentina. The pampas,
or prairie lands, of Argentina have
many of thenu.

‘When ils head is lifted, the com-
mon rhea-may have a height of
five feet. Even so, it does not
equal the size of the ostriches in
Africa and Asia,

Like the ostrich, the rhea can-
not fly. Sometlimes, when run-
ning, it lifts the wing on one side

of its body or the other, By lift-
ing the wings, one at a time, the
rhea is better able fo steer its
course.

Mounted men have found it
hard, or impossible, to calch up
with a rhea which had a good
head start. As a bird runner, it
ranks clgse to the ostrich in speed.

Rheas travel around in groups.

Sometimes there are three or fowr

in a group, sometimes 20 or 30.

The eggs of the common rhea
are golden yelow when freshly
laid. Before hatching they iade
until they are a dull white. The
fading is on the same line as the
green-to-white changes in the
eggs of Darwin’s rhea,

A male rhea commonly has two
or more females in his flock
Several females may lay their eggs
in the same nest, and the total
number in one nest may be 30 or
40,

The male takes it a. his duty to
sit on the eggs. After the eggs
thatch, he guards the young from
{animal enemies.

Rheas feed largely on seeds,
berries, grass, snails and worms.
They are excellent swimmers as
well as runners.
