only an inch or two thick. A large
sperm whale may have a layer
from 12 to H inches thick.

A Greenland whale has the
greatest amount of blubber. The
layer sometimes is from 15 to 20
inches thick! One whale is likely
to have from 12 to 20 tons of blub-
ber.

Oil comes from the blubber, and
this oil has a good market value.
It can be used in oil lamps, and in
past times was important for that
reason. It goes into several kinds
of soap, and can be used in oiling
machines. Twenty tons of blubber
from a Greenland while will pro-

vide from 13 to 15 tons of oil.
The huge mouth of a Greenland

whale has "whalebone" in it. This
substance is not really bone, but
it takes the place of teeth.

In the mouth of a Greenland

whale are hundreds of strips or
"blades" of whalebone. The aver-
age number is about 300 on each
side. The blades may be as much
as 15 feet long.

The strips of whalebone make a
sieve, and the sieve is used to
strain ocean water. Small fish and
other little sea animals are caught
as the water passes through.

Whalebone is placed in fans,
corsets and many other articles.
The Greenland whale has more
whalebone than any other whale,
but several other kinds also hava
it in their mouths.

Certain whales have teeth in-
stead of whalebone. The jp«rm
whale, for example, has . larg*
teeth in its lower jaw. This whale
dives far down to capture cuttle-
fish, which it chews and swallows.
