In the first place the wood
duck, known also as the sum-
mer, Carolina, acorn, and tree
duck, the bride, bridal duck
and wood widgeon, U a bird
common to the entire United
States, nesting; in almost every
section where the environment
is suitable, and in southern
Canada. Most wood ducks win-
ter In the lower tier of states,
comparatively few venturing
Into Mexico and still fewer
Into Bermuda and Jamaica.
The wood duck, unlike most o

his fellows, prefers to nest i:
hollow trees rather than on th
ground or in marshes. Often th
trees overhang the quiet water
of a pond or little river, but some
times Woodie ventures a consider
able distance into the deep wood
to make his arboreal home. On oc
casion he and his less colorful bet
ter half will reside in a nest box
placed for them in a tree near a
slough, and they've been known tc
rear a brood in the hayloft of a
barn. They don't really build nests
but lay their eggs in any debrl
that happens to be in the site, up-
holstering it liberally with down
from their breasts. There are 10
to 14 buff or Ivory-colored eggs
which product ducklings in abou
30 days.

Medium Size
The adult wood duck is of me-

dium size as wild ducks go, the
male tipping the beam at abou
two and a half pounds and his
mate weighing a little less. He
?ins his chief claim to glory on
lis striking array of variegatec
plumage — a dazzling rainbow
combination that defies adequate
description and inspires tha most
sophisticated hunter to expres-
sions of awed delight.

Briefly, the males are blue,
green and purple on the upper

3oth male and female have long
irests, streamlined to the rear,
>ut tile male's is the larger. The
ail is rather long as compared

with that of other ducks, and
