hail. Raindrops on the way to
the ground are caught and tossed
high into the air.

If the cloud is two miles thick,
the temperature is very different
at the top than at the bottom. Let
us say that the base of a certain
clud has a temperature of 55 de-
grees above zero Fahrenheit.

An upward air current may lake
rain from that cloud up for a dis-
tance of two miles. At that height
the tfemperature is below the
{reezing point.

After rising into very cold air,
the rain drops are Irozen.

It may be that the winds in a
cumulo-nimbus cloud will not let
the frozen raindrops fall clear to
the ground. The bits of ice may
be caught by another upward blast

of air. Once more they are car-
ried to the top of the cloud.

While the hail is going upward,
it gefs water from the cloud, and
the waler is frozen when a height
of iwo miles is reached. This adds
a “layer” to each hailstone, mak~
ing iy larger.

Again and again that sort of
thing may happen. A {rozen rain-
drop may make half a dozen trips
or more, downward and upward
through the cloud. Sooner or
later it does comes to the ground,
but by this time it may be the
size of a hen’s egg or even larger.

Three years ago 1 measured a
hailstone which fell in front of
my studio, and found it to be one
and three-fourths inches long.
That was a large one, but by no
means a world’s record.

Dallas, Texas, does not enjoy
a great deal of snow in winter,
but in 1926 it got plenty of ice.
On May 8 in that year, it suffered
one of the worst hailstorms in his-
tory. Many aufomobiles parked in
the streets looked as if they had
been riddled by machine-guns
when the storm was over.
