The neck of a swan is usually
about as long as its body, often a

j bit longer. Most swans have necks
about two feet long, but the
trumpeter swan may have a neck
as much as three feet long.

The trumpeter swan is a North i
American bird with a loud voice.

When its wings are spread out,
'they measure from eight to 10
feet from the tip of one to the tip
of the other.

Trumpeters are the largest of
all swans. They raise their young
chiefly in Canada. Many of them
go far to the north and build their
nests inside the Arctic Circle.

The whistling swan also breeds
in northern Canada. In winter it
travels southward, sometimes to
islands in the Gulf of Mexico. Its
notes have been compared to those
of a clarinet. Some whistling
swans, however, sound more like
a tin horn than a clarinet.

Europe has several kinds of
swans, one of them being called
the "whooper." All the native
swans of Europe and North Amer-
ica have white feathers.

The only swans with dark
feathers are those which have
their native homes south of the
equator. Australia has black swans
(with brownish-black feathers)
and the southern end of South
America has black-necked swans.

Odd little stories are told about
swans. An Englishman relates
that he watched two female swans
lay their eggs in the same nest,
and that they took turns sitting on
the eggs until the time of hatching.
This plan, he adds, was followed
by the two females for a period of
three years.
